3. Treasurer’s Report: no formal report at this time.

5. Director’s Report

a) Mark Oppenheimer, Bradley Band Director

· The summer uniform and raincoat sizing is complete.

· A deposit on the hats has been made and the raincoats have been ordered.

· Oppenheimer is reviewing the budget.  The participation fee is $155.00.  

· We need to brainstorm and plan fundraisers to help to offset the cost of band.  Ideas are welcome.

· It currently costs $40,000 to run a band program every year.  We need to get more parents involved.  

· Kroger cards are currently available.  We need to update the method of obtaining a Kroger card.

· Giant Eagle also offers fundraising opportunities. We need to set this up.

· Bradley fundraising can begin on June 1st.

· When parents work to raise funds for their children, a percentage of the money will go to the general budget and the remaining amount will go into the student’s account.

· There will be online sign ups for fundraising opportunities.

· We will need 40 more uniforms after the first of the year which will cost roughly $14,000.

· The current budget is to replace and repair instruments and uniforms.

· Nick Hunkar mentioned band spirit wear as a possible fundraiser.

· Oppenheimer stated that this will be considered, but will be band specific, not to compete with the athletic boosters spirit wear.

· Oppenheimer will have a budget to share at the next meeting.

· A tour of the performing arts center will take place on May 15th at 6 pm at Bradley High School.

· Fees will be loaded into Charms so parents will be able to pay online.  

· Charms will also be used as a calendar.  

· Student ID’s will be used for login.

· Oppenheimer has a blog for weekly updates.

· Once Charms is up and running, Oppenheimer will be able to blast emails out to all band parents.

· Chairs are needed for TAG day and the ice cream social.

· Transportation is not yet in the budget.

· There will not be a front ensemble (pit) during the 2009-2010 marching season. The affected students will be able to participate.

· Bradley needs a band tower.  The plans for the tower will be the same as Darby and Davidson.  

· If we can’t get a band tower made, we will look into using a scissor lift.

· Parents will be asked to donate either Walmart or Sam’s Club gift cards to help purchase supplies for band bags that will go to competitions and games.
