Hilliard Music Boosters           Darby Chapter  Meeting                     March8, 2010 

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 PM by Chapter Vice President Dan Shuman.  In attendance were:  Darby Principal Mr. Ryan McClure, all Darby Band Directors: Joe Burke, Jon Merritt, John Montgomery, Jeremy Kozman, and Darby Orchestra Director John Riegel.  Maddie Stewart and Kyle Kuebler, two of the three 2010 Marching Band Field Commanders, also attended.  Thirty people were present in total, including Bill Blackhall, Chapter Treasurer, participating via phone.  

February minutes were reviewed to correct the spelling of Talbert and the date for the August 2010 Transportation fundraising goal.  A motion was made by Julie Cooper and seconded by Chris Vassaux to accept them.  Motion carried. 

Director reports began as Mr. Burke explained the recent announcement of a job swap that will make him the leader at Heritage Middle School and Mr. Kozman leader of Darby bands in the fall.  Mr. Burke spoke highly of Mr. Kozman’s experience as a student in the Grove City bands and as a teacher for 10 years in Hilliard, 9 of which were at Davidson High School.   Mr. Kozman then thanked Mr. Burke, Mr. Riegel, and all the administrators for their support.  He intends to continue Darby’s custom of making Band a ‘meaningful experience’ for students to ‘take with them after graduation’.    He will honor the Band’s past practices such as the point system, traditional events at Band Camp, and keeping the Marching show a secret.  He hopes to build upon that foundation with new traditions such as the quality performances exhibited by Winter Percussion Ensemble this year.  He and Mr. Burke will be switching classes occasionally before school ends this year to ease the transition for all.   Mr. Ryan McClure, Darby Principal, followed this report with remarks that recalled the addition of Mr. Kozman to the Darby family and thanked the music boosters for their work. 

 Mr. Burke continued with current business.  Peter Woodruff, tuba player, recently won the Young Artist competition sponsored by the Brass Band of Columbus.  Peter prevailed over 10-12 of the best brass and percussion players in the area to win $500 and the opportunity to perform with Brass Band of Columbus at Trinity Lutheran Seminary in June.  Darby participants in Winter Guard helped earn 1st and 2nd in class awards at competition this past weekend.  Band Camp will be “away” again this year and 2011 will again be a Florida trip year for Marching Band.  Tag Day is set for September 11, 2010.  Teri Talbert and Jon Merritt announced that 4 families have purchased 5 percussion covers with the remainder of their students’ CHARMS funds.

Mr. Riegel reported that Orchestra is doing well.  He is sad to see Mr. Burke depart and gives his best to Mr. Kozman.  A superior grade was earned at the state OMEA event in Granville last weekend.  The orchestras are currently preparing for their spring concerts and plan a joint trip to Chicago with their Bradley and Davidson counterparts May 14-16, 2010.

Treasurer Bill Blackhall reported by phone that Corporate Music Boosters has not given him a balance sheet due to their busy schedule.  His suggested changes have not been implemented yet.  Deposits have been made for the Heritage trip to Cedar Point.  50% of the incoming freshmen have paid their fees and 100% are entered in the CHARMS system.  Those parents who were locked out of the Darby building by mistake for uniform fittings have e mailed Mr. Burke.  Dan recruited 11 volunteers from 8th grade night and expects to attend more events.   A FAQ sheet will be created for freshman parents.  Chris Vassaux will cover the Marching Band and Molly Rhoadhouse, Choir and Orchestra liaison, will cover her areas.  The lists will be sent to the directors for approval before distribution.

Committee reports were brief.  Larry Chilcote announced an anonymous donation of $5,000.00 to the Transportation fund which brings its balance to $33,000.00.  At the request of Julie Cooper, Nick Hunkar of the Bradley Chapter explained the use of CHARMS in recruiting volunteers.  Parents have a password to sign up for events online and receive e mail reminders. He also explained the Bradley Music Booster Chapter system of combing forces with their Athletic Boosters to raise funds all year around as well as their program that credits CHARMS accounts when parents volunteer.

Lesa Kuebler, Ice Cream Social chair, reports the event is scheduled for August 13, 2010.  Auction items will be sought and letters sent out in April.  

The Concession Chair, Dave Nelsen, reported that there will be 300 slots to be filled by volunteers in the fall.  Pepsi is a possible new vendor. Another chapter is looking into the question it brought up about the Concession stands needing vendor licenses which would impact all three chapters.  

There is a new Nationwide Arena coordinator to take over for Teri Talbert next year.  

Co-chairs for the Invitational on September 25, 2010 are still needed to supervise inside the stadium. 

The next Corporate meeting of Music Boosters will concern changes to the by laws and election of corporate officers, but date or time has not yet been communicated.

Steve Kuebler motioned to adjourn.  His motion was seconded by Laurie Chilcote.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:32 PM.
