Darby Chapter Hilliard Music Boosters Meeting - December 14, 2009 

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 PM by Kathleen Nelsen, chapter secretary.  There were four people in attendance, including the chapter secretary and treasurer, and no directors.

A motion was made by Bill Blackhall and seconded by Jerry Woodruff to accept the November minutes.  Motion carried.

There was no old business discussion.

Bill Blackhall gave his Treasurer's report noting that the balance sheets given to him are not current to date.   The entire organization has a balance of $450,721.41.  Darby directors' funds (  Band- $15,178, Choir - $9,335, Orchestra- $7532)  total $50,330.74.  There is an additonal restricted fund comprised mostly of rental fees of about $18,000 ( Band - $6,171.41, Choir - $ $5,690.88, Orchestra - $8,184). Bill is still working with the directors to get fees in.  The PO Box will wait until Spring when the incoming Freshmen will be paying fees to save on the rental fee.  Jerry Woodruff had a question about the OMEA fundraising done by Davidson.  Bill will find an answer.  

The bottom line from the recent Corporate meeting is that if there is a good deal to be had on a new truck for transportation, a special meeting will be held to authorize purchase.  A director from each high school has been appointed to the Corporate Board.  Those serving the 2009-2010 school year are the Band directors, Mr. Mark Oppenheimer, from Bradley, Mr. Joe Burke from Darby, and Mr. David Handshue, Davidson.   All in attendance concurred that, in reference to a specific question at the Corporate meeting as to how the directors' funds are spent, we trust the directors with our kids and we trust them with managing their funds.

There were no formal committee reports.  Bill Blackhall will contact the Color Guard in reference to a question about Indoor Ensemble needing transportation.   The excess concession inventory has been sold to the other high schools for their post season events and to Darby Athletic Boosters.  Scott Talbot reported on quote he obtained for keyboard cart repair of $1414.00.  He ia waiting to hear from the directors and will undertake repairs to cranks himself. 

Jerry Woodruff offered  kudos to Laurie Chilcote for the recent publicity about the music programs in the local papers.  

The question was raised about the age of the marching band uniforms specifically and  all 3 programs' uniforms in general in order to make long range budget plans for replacement.  No uniform Moms were present to answer.

Scott Talbot made a motion to adjourn seconded by Jerry Woodruff.  The motion carried and the meeting ended at 7:46pm.
