Darby Chapter Hilliard Music Boosters Meeting Minutes 10-12-09

Dan Shuman called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm.  There were 10 people present including Mr. John Riegel, Darby Orchestra director and Charles Prior, Music Boosters Corporate Treasurer.  

Mr. Prior distributed the corporate balance sheet and highlighted information pertinent to the Darby Chapter.  He explained that each chapter can now write a check for up to $2500 for anything other than services rendered and that amount will be replenished to bring the balance back up to $2500.  Any leftover money has been transferred to the transportation account due to the deteriorating condition of the 1993 vehicles used to pull to band trailers.  When asked about the question raised last month concerning excess funds in student CHARMS account, Mr. Prior clarified that any tax advice given by him is not guaranteed, but any money that was deposited by check, not fundraising activity, can be donated directly to the director’s account.  It cannot be applied to HCSD school fees.  He then left.

A motion was made by Laurie Chilcote and seconded by Dan Shuman to accept the previous months minutes. Motion carried.

Director Reports:

Mr. Burke texted in his thanks to all volunteers who make Marching Band possible.  

Mr. Riegel is looking forward the Orchestra fundraiser at Heritage middle School on October 13, 2009.  The pasta dinners were pre-ordered through Sumeno’s restaurant.  Two Darby students have been selected for the All State Orchestra:  Peter Woodruff, tuba, and Matthew Crickard, violin.  Matthew was also was also selected for the Regional Orchestra.  
Treasurer’s Report:  Bill Blackhall was delayed in returning home from a business trip and did not make the meeting.  
Committee Reports:

Concessions: Dave Nelsen counts another $10,000 gross from the Concession Stand.  He plans to sell the Krispy Kreme donuts again during the Darby vs. Davidson game.  If 350 dozen are purchased, a profit of $1,000 is made.  However, he has only 8 volunteers signed up to help that night.  

Brenda Colegrove brought up the idea of creating a Volunteer Coordinator for each music program whose sole job will be to obtain volunteers for the various Music Booster openings.  Dan Shuman will contact each director once Dave Nelsen drafts a job description. 
Transportation:  The upcoming TGI Friday fundraiser on October 20 will raise funds for the committee by pitting the Pit crews of all three schools against each other.  TGI Fridays restaurant will donate $5 for every $20 spent if accompanied by a flyer available to download from the Music Booster web site.  Laurie will print copies at no cost to us to be distributed at the game on Friday.
Invitational: the de-briefing meeting is underway now.
Choir /Orchestra Contact:  Molly Rhoadhouse reports that the Der Dutchman fundraiser was successful.
