Hilliard Music Boosters Darby Chapter Meeting February 8, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Chapter Vice President Dan Shuman.  There were 15 people in attendance including two directors: Mr. Joe Burke, Director of Bands at Darby, and Mr. Jeremy Kozman, Director of Bands at Heritage.  John Riegel, Darby Orchestra director, was busy practicing with his group for their upcoming competition.   Bill Blackhall, Chapter Treasurer, was present via conference call.  

A motion was made by Laurie Chilcote and seconded by Scott Talbot to accept the January minutes.  Motion carried.

Mr. Burke reported on upcoming events that include the 2010 Field Commander Tryouts on Feb. 12, Solo and Ensemble events at Bradley, and the 8th Grade Parents Night next Monday to be followed by uniform fittings.   The Spring Band concert is May 12.  Marching Band begins again in August with practices on August 2-6 at school before leaving for Band Camp held Aug. 8-13.  The Ice Cream Social is slated for Aug. 13.  Practices on Aug. 16-19 are in the evening.  TAG Day has a tentative date of September 18 pending Jenny Harmon’s coordination with both Bradley and Davidson’s chapters.  Mr. Burke commended Peter Woodruff, a senior tuba player, for his recent outstanding performance with the Columbus Youth Orchestra and his selection for the OMEA State Band.   

Mr. Kozman reported on Mr. Burke’s visit to Heritage to meet the future freshmen.  He also mentioned a Jazz Band clinic for both Darby and Heritage Jazz Bands to be held on Saturday, on Feb.  20.  Heritage’s upcoming concerts are March 16 and May 11.

Bill Blackhall, Chapter Treasurer, gave his report via conference call with the in person assistance of his wife Paula who carried his two huge binders.  The balance sheet was distributed and discussed.  Soon, all four Music Booster treasurers (3 chapter and 1 corporate) will meet to discuss timelines.  Bill is currently reconciling ALL paperwork with the corporate books.  Another   $8,000.00 brings the Fall 2009 Concessions total to $21,754.00.  Dave Nelsen, Concession Chair, received a round of applause from all present.  Choir, Orchestra, and Heritage Middle School’s Booster balances are not yet balanced.   Bill also discovered $6,000.00 that was erroneously credited to Bradley’s Band.  He is developing a CHARMS quick reference guide for the 8th grade Band Information Night and is looking into getting more money deposited into the chapter treasurer accounts.  If more funds were available, the problem of timely bill payment brought up last month would not be eliminated, but alleviated.  Bill offered thanks to Jenny Harmon for all her help getting him going in the right direction and to Paula (with a prompt from Larry Chilcote).

Discussion about the 2010-2011 leadership roles began with Dan Shuman’s spreadsheet.  Co-chairs and shadowers are needed for the 2010 Invitational set for September 25.  Discussion progressed to our widespread drought of volunteers.  Bill B. will work with Nick, the Webmaster, to allow on line volunteer sign ups.  Dan will follow up on getting 8th grade Band parents to sign up and will check in with Molly Rhoadhouse, Choir and Orchestra liaison, about their 8th grade information nights.  

A motion was made by Laurie Chilcote and seconded by Jerry Woodruff that Darby Music Boosters offer to contribute $5.00 to the Darby Music student account directly from the Concessions’ intake when a student or parent of a student in the Darby or Heritage Choir, Orchestra, or Marching Band sign up via website and work a night during the Fall Concession season.  The Concession chair will determine how many slots are needed for each event. The concession chairperson and co- chair are eligible for this offer.  All present voted in favor.  

Committee reports began with the need noted for someone new to contact Teri Talbot and take over the Nationwide Arena coordinator.  

 Larry Chilcote reported that currently, Darby has loaned a truck to Davidson as both of their trucks have recently expired.  Larry and Scott Talbot will transport Darby equipment on their own if needed.  A Davidson Music Booster will undertake a fundraiser with the goal of collecting $100,000 by August 2012 to be used for the purchase of new vehicles.  Julie Cooper volunteered to monitor the new online volunteer sign ups as she already monitors the Chapter’s online site.

The next meeting is Mar. 8, 2010 at 7PM.  A motion was made by Paula Blackhall and seconded by Chris Vassaux to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried and the meeting ended at 8:26PM.
