Fund Raising
· Budget – Mr. Burke agreed that this was a good idea. A discussion was held about how a budget could be constructed without restricting funds too narrowly.

· Great Lakes Scrip. Sue Woodruff will get some information ready to pass out at awards night to try to generate some interest in this program. Information could also be shared at the Celebration Concerts and the January band concert. Mr. Riegel will investigate whether there is any interest in expanding this program to include the choirs and orchestras. 

· Fred Hoop proposed holding a 50/50 drawing at the Marching Band Awards. He has plenty of tickets and is willing to handle it. The pros and cons were discussed and it was decided to let the band directors have the final say. Mr. Burke agreed to check with the other directors and let Fred know their decision.

Treasurer’s Report – Jenny Harmon
Highlights from the report:

· Concessions profits were phenomenal this year – nearly double past amounts.

· Jenny was finally able to get a credit from Coke for product that was returned at the end of last year.

Other items:

· Policy requires that any cash or prizes distributed in conjunction with fund raisers must be paid for by the Treasurer, i.e., you cannot take  cash from the fund raiser and give it out or buy prizes. All funds raised must first be deposited and then expenses paid by the Treasurer. This affects the tax returns the boosters are required to submit.

· The District Office has stated that all music fees must be collected next year. Mr. McVey and Mr. Stewart have both agreed to make sure that the fees will be collected at Darby Days along with other student fees.

Committee Reports
Concessions – Fred Hoop

Fred was thrilled with the results this year. The success was due to the large number of volunteers, 8-10 more per week than in past years. Could this be mentioned at the awards ceremony? 

Fred is working with Carol Argiro to develop a handbook to be passed along as new people get involved with concessions. 

Needs for next year include a pretzel machine for the visitor side. The plan is to get a new one for the home side and move the current one to visitors. Gold Medal will sell us a larger machine (worth $1200) for around $850. A new cooler and fountain service are also needed. Fred has called Coke and is waiting to hear back from them. 

Equipment is currently being packed up and will be stored up high. There will be a new lock on the candy shack and big equipment will be placed in there. 

Fred mentioned that Chip Ebert has been very helpful this year. Fred requested that we make a donation from the concessions profit from the playoff game to the  Athletic Boosters. Sue Woodruff made a motion to give 10% of the net profits from the playoff game or $750, whichever is greater, to the Athletic Boosters. The motion was seconded and approved.

Uniforms
A shadow is still needed for this committee for next year.

Cheryl Vassaux suggested that we make up a list of volunteer jobs to have ready for the Middle School spring concerts. This would give 8th grade parents an idea of the various places to get involved. We could then start recruiting at the spring uniform fittings.

Advocacy Committee – Sue & Jerry Woodruff

Right now, this committee has only 2 members! Not much is being done at the present time. It was suggested that we try to recruit some members from other groups (choir, orchestra, middle school groups). Sue mentioned possibly writing letters of congratulation to the newly elected Board members. Mr. Riegel mentioned that music programs are often referred to as “extra-curricular” and that it might be helpful to educate people about the academic nature of these programs.
